Os
autores devem ter uma postura critica nao devendo ser
demasiadamente descritivos ao sintetizar a investigagéo
numa determinada area. Devem avaliar o significado geral

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publicagdo. No artigo as referéncias devem indicar o nome
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pégina(s) quando necessério. As referéncias completas
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Aurora provides an international forum for research and
critical reviews in any aspect of social, economical, political,
cultural, environmental and physical geography, in planning
and related disciplines. Authors should not be uncritically
exhaustive in synthesizing research on a particular area.
They should evaluate the general significance of research to
date, considering practical applications where relevant. All
papers are subject to double-blind review.

Submission

Articles are accepted for consideration on the
understanding that they are not being submitted elsewhere.
Articles are reviewed anonymously and should therefore be
accompanied by a separate cover page giving details of
author’s name and affiliation. Please also provide telephone,
fax and email addresses. The languages of the journal are
English, French, Portuguese and Spanish. Five paper copies
plus digital format of articles and book reviews should be
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Abstract
An abstract of up to 100 words should be supplied in the
article’s language plus in one other language.

Key words
Please give between 4 and 6 Key words in the article’s
language plus in one other language.

Word count
Articles should not normally be less than 4000 words nor
more than 8000 words excluding references.

Headings

In dividing articles under headings, please weight your
headings as follows:

First order: |, Il etc.

Second order: 1, 2, 3, etc.

Third order: a, b, ¢, etc. (please avoid using more than three
weights of subheading).

Footnotes

They should be kept to a minimum and placed at the end of
the text. Acknowledgements should be placed at the end of
the article.
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
